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Six-year-old Artyom lives in a world of ordinary childhood dreams until he ends
up in the same long-distance train carriage with three servicemen whose appearance
and heavy silence sharply contrast with the cozy clatter of the wheels. At first, Artyom’s
mom is wary: in the deep, tired eyes of these men she sees a reflection of the harsh daily
routine and trials people do not usually speak of aloud. However, the boy’s sincere, pure
curiosity, which knows neither fear nor barriers, gradually breaks the ice of alienation.

An ordinary train ride turns into a moment of passing on unspoken experience
when a soldier takes from his backpack a toy plush Cheburashka dressed in a military
uniform — a small witness to great victories. Artyom feels that this toy is not just fur
and stuffing; it is a “living” symbol that even the strongest warrior needs a point
of support. After they part on the platform, the connection seems to be broken,
but a parcel to the boy for Defender of the Fatherland Day, “From the soldiers”, becomes
a signal.

Can a chance encounter and a simple act of kindness turn a child’s inner world upside
down and plant in him the dream of his whole life? A dream to become a soldier,
to become a loyal defender of his Motherland, ready, just like his mentors, to guard
the peace of his country day and night.
